	Comments and Observations:
In the course of the morning I shared with the Headteacher details of recent training I had undertaken, by attendance at an LGF event regarding Online Safety, the Liverpool Promise and the LA Chairs of Governors Briefing. In considering these items I challenged the Headteacher with respect to the school’s safeguarding procedures and of all staff awareness in relation to these procedures. I was reassured that these procedures were properly in place, in relation to general safeguarding and information technology, in particular.

We further discussed the LA SEN policy and procedures and the review that is currently underway and the potential impact of this review on the school’s capacity to deliver on SEN. The supportive role offered by the Dingle Granby Partnership with regards to SEN was noted.

It was noted that the ‘Liverpool Promise’ had developed from the Liverpool Challenge that was launched by the Mayor some years ago. It was recognised that the work of the Liverpool Learning Partnership aimed to complement this promise but that no significant funding was available to deliver on the promises being made.

Forthcoming changes in Data Protection were noted with Governor Training being made available on the 17th May.

Neighbourhood relationships with St Michaels and Palmerston schools was also considered
