	Comments and Observations:
I arrived at the school shortly before 8.30 to find that there had been a flood into the hall area, following some torrential rain the previous evening. I witnessed a staff in good morale, literally “all hands to the pump” whilst others were in position to receive the children and ensure correct and hygienic admission, that included myself. I then toured the building with Mrs Dean at an appropriate social distance and witnessed pupils on task, in their ”bubbles” with designated staff. Pupils and staff were in good heart, despite the added problem of the flooding, and were going about their learning. All were clearly engaged and committed to the sensitive re-establishment of school routines.
I then spent time with Mrs Dean discussing the longer-term plans, of eventually all pupils returning, noting that this was some way off, in the current environment of the pandemic. Nonetheless, there was a clear commitment and dedication from all to get back to ‘normal’ ASAP.

In discussion we noted that the major setback of the pandemic had afforded the opportunity for some significant reflection on what can be done, in the future, to secure the best in terms of pupil and staff well being as the school continues to strive to provide the best possible education, for all of its pupils.

In the course of my visit a number of staff approached me to express their gratitude for support offered to them, by the Headteacher, during these most unusual and difficult of times.
